Here are some of the top times.  In the Boys 12-13 4 x 50m Free Relay; Tom Owens, James 
Sweeney, Michael Walsh and Sam Beverley came 10th out of 25 teams with a time of 2:01.23.  In 
the Girls 9-11, 4 X 50m Free Relay, Tegan Lessey, Anna Padt, Charlie Wilson and Alessandra 
Caprera won the bronze medal with a time of 2:11.26 – a great achievement.  In the Boys 4 x 200m 
Relay our swimmers Michael Newland, James Sweeney, Daniel Petrov and Tom Owens battled 
against much older swimmers, including one Olympian – Marco Loughran.  They gained a good time 
of 9:52.40 to come in 7th. In the Boys 9-11 4 x 50m Medley Relay, Adam Roberts, Toby Fryers, Ben 
Owens and Rohan Penney came 10 out of 29 teams with a time of 2:43.97 and in the Boys 12-13 
Medley Relay Daniel Petrov, James Sweeney, Same Beverley and Michael Walsh came 10th out of 25 
with a time of 2:19.02. In the Boys 9-11, 4 x 50m Free Relay, Rohan Penney, Toby Fryers, Ben 
Owens and Adam Roberts came 13th out of 28 with a time of 2:22.32. In the Girls 9-11 4 x 50m 
Medley Relay, Alessandra Caprera, Millie Dinan, Tegan Lessey and Anna Padt, won the silver medal, 
another brilliant achievement with a time of 2:24.60.  They were only just behind Guildford and 
beat Woking, Leatherhead, Wandsworth and many other strong clubs to gain their medal.
